thisyear! Genoa's fifteen voting precincts had turnouts of slightly
over 2300 voters who voted overwhelmingly in support of our
Police, Fire and Roads and Bridge levies. As a Trustee, | am
grateful for your support, and on behalf of the entire Board, |
pledge to continue to work very hard to spend your money as
carefully as always.

I would like to thank the committee who worked on the levy for all
of their efforts! The committee spent countless hours working on
the development and promotion of the levy and the entire
Township is grateful for their efforts. | would like to personally
thank the Committee's Chair, Mr. John Troy and the Treasurer,
Mrs. Kay Erickson for leading this extraordinary group of
residents!

The Township has recently taken over severa large tracts of
parkland. One is in the area north of Mount Royal and East of
Hilmar Drive and the other is South of Center Green Drive and
West of Spring Run Drive. The Township purchased two sets of
playground equipment for those parks and with the help of many
local residents; the first was successfully erected on June 4. There
are pictures later in this newdetter and on our website
WWW.genoatwp.com As the Township’'s Special Events
Coordinator, Ms. Linda Greco recently stated, “there is a huge
difference between signing up and showing up” and those who
showed up did a fantastic job as the happy faces | see on the
equipment now illustrate. We are lining up volunteers now for the
other project and if Mother Nature cooperates, we will have it up
soon!

There is a significant amount of repaving and resurfacing of roads
going on throughout the Township as our Maintenance
Department mentions later in this newsletter. Perhaps the largest
ongoing project is the widening of Maxtown Road and the
installation of a traffic light on the corner of Sunbury and
Maxtown Roads by the City of Westerville. The project has been

extremely challenging for everyone involved and | want to assure
everyone that the project is progressing on schedule and that it
will be a great improvement when it is finally completed. There
have been many years of planning, and a tremendous amount of
coordination and cooperation involved in this project. Many
thanks go out to Ms. Susan Banbury, Westerville's Engineer, for
her efforts.

In earlier newdetters | solicited your feedback on the idea of
switching to having a single trash hauler in the Township. We
received many responses and held a public meeting to discuss the
matter specifically. The response was overwhelmingly in support
of selecting a single trash hauler, but there were many different
opinions on how that selection should occur. The Board of
Trustees now asks that a group of residents come forward to
establish the criteria we will use in contracting with the hauler.
We have reams of information from other Townships and
Municipalities which have gone through the process. As |
recently wrote to a resident, the Board of Trustees is more
interested in “getting it right” when we make any agreement, than
proceeding quickly. | ask that those interested in being on this
commission forward their name and address to the Township at
the addresses provided below via email, US mail, or dropped off.
The Trustees and our Administrator will select the commission in
the next weeks and hope to have a contract ready to be let out for
bid by the end of 2005.

and volunteers who helped construct the new playground
equipment in Sherbrook Park. | estimate the Township will save
over $17,000 per playground (Harvest Wind is next) erecting the
equipment with local talent. Plans are also in the works for small
pavilions at those sites.

Our Buildings and Grounds Department is now up to full staff
with the addition of the three seasonal employees, Kyle Stelzer,
Joe McDaniels, and David Scott. We will need these extra hands
since the Township Trustees have accepted 10.5 acres of open
space on Hilmar Drive, and 13.08 acres at the corner of Center
Green and Spring Run Drive for use as neighborhood parks.

The Trustees also approved upgrades at the Freeman Road Park
and Township Hall playground. The playgrounds were converted
to an ADA compliant rubber mulch surface.

The maintenance crew has been extremely busy this year with
several projects. They have constructed a new bike/walk path on
Center Green Drive and around Sherbrook Park. They are also
supervising the paving and crack sealing of several Township
streets this summer. The Maintenance Department has added new
countertops with electricity to the pavilion at McNamara Park.
Several other summer maintenance jobs have been planned, so
please be careful when you see their orange road work signs.

Thank ydu, Genoa Township, for your continued support
of the Fire, Police and Roads Levies that were
passed on May 3rd.

Welcome to spring and summer from your Fire Department
and Fire Chief. As our department prepares for the
increase in summer activity, water rescue takes a priority for
us. Let's talk children and drowning.

Every year, nearly two dozen children in the

United States drown after falling out of boats, and

approximately 200 children are seriously injured or

killed while riding personal watercraft such as jet skis.
Most children who drown are not wearing personal flotation
devices (PFD’s / life jackets), and an estimated 85 percent of
boating-related drownings could have been prevented by
PFDs.

On a boat, everyone should wear a personal flotation device
at all times. Look for a PFD approved by the U.S. Coast
Guard; “water wings” and other inflatable swimming aids
do not prevent drowning. It® important for parents and
caregivers to wear PFDs — not only for their own safety, but
also because children imitate caregiversGafety habits.

Ohio law requires children ages 10 and under to wear PFDs
on boats less than 18 feet in length and everyone on a
personal watercraft must wear a PFD. Children under 14 are
required to wear PFDs on any recreational vessel in waters
under Coast Guard jurisdiction.

Also remember:

Do enroll your kids in swimming lessons taught by a
certified instructor, but don® assume swimming lessons or
PFDs make your child “drown-proof.” These precautions are
important, but they@ no substitute for constant adult
supervision.

Make sure the skipper or pilot of the boat your child is on has
passed a boating safety course approved by the Coast
Guard.

Learn CPR. In less than three hours, you can learn effective
interventions that can give a fighting chance to a child who
has fallen into the water and become unconscious.

| hope everyone has a safe and fun summer. We are
prepared as a Fire Department but none of us want to
use that training on your children this summer!

oA Examples include flammables, such as

oil-based paint, solvents, and fuel; corrosives
such as car batteries or pool chemicals, toxics; such as
pesticides or antifreeze; and reactive materials such as
fertilizer or ammunition. (Latex paint is not hazardous
and will not be accepted. Latex paint should be used up
or ar-dried (by leaving the cans open) and then
disposed of in regular trash.

Delaware County Littering Hotline

Anyone who observes littering in Delaware
County can report it by calling 1-866-383-1024.
Callers should report the date, time and location of the
littering and describe the offender and their vehicle,
including license number.

The calls will be taken by the Delaware County
Sheriff’s Office, which plans to send warning letters to
littering suspects. Reports coming in on the litter hotline
will be kept confidential.

This hotline is being offered in hopes that everyone
who values a clean landscape will call to report littering
and litterbugs will start thinking twice before discarding
cigarette butts or throwing food wrappers out of car
windows.

Genoa Township #1 at Recycling!!

Keep Delaware County Beautiful says our Genoa
Township community recycling bins are the busiest in
Delaware County! As of May 27, a total of 182,280
pounds of material had been deposited in our binsthis year.

With all this usage, parts of the bin occasionally fill-up. To
maximize the bin usage and discourage dumping, Keep Delaware
County Beautiful offersthe follow tipsto recyclers.

*  Flatten cardboard and plastic. Nothing wastes as much space
inside the bin as unflattened cardboard boxes and plastic
containers. Hint; Rinse plastic containers with hot water
before smashing them and they’ || stay flatter.

*  Aim for holes. Sometimes the bins get full near the openings,
but plenty of room remains father back. Try to toss your
materialsinto these empty spaces.

*  Usethe Abitibi paper bins. These green bins are for newspaper
and office paper.

The blue bin is designed to hold 5,000 pounds of material, but
usualy has less than 3,000 pounds when it is emptied and replaced
on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays. With better flattening of
plastic and cardboard, more material should fit in the bin according
to Keep Delaware County Beautiful Coordinator Jenifer Way-
Young. If the binsare full, residents are asked to try another day or
utilize another location.

Power Presentations Perk Interest In Zoning Process

As a former journalist | am a keen believer in creating “Bold Headlines” to capture attention. | am for that reason prone to
encourage zoning applicants to prepare “Power Presentations” aiming for maximum immediate impact at our monthly
Zoning Hearings. So what does it take for a “zoning” presentation to get the same reaction as an effective newspaper
headline? The focus in zoning hearings is on determining compliance with the zoning code and conversation citing Articles
and Sections of the code can be less than stimulating. The unveiling of the “specifics” of individual zoning proposals are
considered the “highlights” of a zoning presentation and, therefore, the more visual and detailed a person is when relaying
their desired project plans, the more impact they will have on Boards’ early in the review process. The nuts and bolts are
what zoning is all about so, to begin with, the meat of the matter should be known within the first minutes of a presentation.
A very short amount of time is needed for gaining interest; without that, much effort can be wasted seeking positive
assessment! Prep work is essential both before a Zoning Commission meeting where every last ‘T’ must be crossed before
a new development will gain formal approval; and, in Zoning Appeals hearings where the burden is placed on the applicant
to make their “appeal” based on the individual merits of their specific case, meaning that it's up to them to present unique
circumstances relative to their specific property that they have judged to be the justification for varying the code, and/or for
granting conditional permissions for a special use. I've been told more than once that preparing for a zoning hearing is like
cramming for an exam; and, that the rigorous submission demands encountered in the zoning process parallels the blood,
sweat and tears needed for a higher education term paper. Submission requirements are the same for everyone, but
materials assembled differ greatly and the manner in which the material is presented often tips the scale. It is excruciating
when only minimal project information is submitted and the rest has to be extracted piece by piece...inevitably dragging the
hearings and the whole process on and on. On the other hand, too much “hype” with obvious oversight of the need for
addressing the community’s rules is another road presenters have taken that has led to a disastrously unnecessary
multitude of follow-up hearings. Even though these presentations managed to get a lot of attention, it is safe to say the
presenter learned that some attention is to be avoided at all cost in association with zoning, i.e., the negative kind! The
million dollar question of course is: what is the key to a “Power Presentation”? Speaking strictly from my ” Personal Point of
View”, a “Power Presentation” is one that begins with a genuinely “purposeful” overview; “progressively” reviews pertinent
regulations and touches on the applicant’s exact method for handling compliances on the subject’s site, being original and
creative or sticking straight-by-the book; and finally, the “Power Presentation” will professionally “pin point” distinctive
attributes that make the “plan” worthy of an immediate favorable vote — “preventing” dreaded continuances! If pressed to
describe how to be successful at a zoning hearing in one word, | would say: “Preparedness”! Sorry, there are no “proven”
short cuts.

Zoning Presentation Show Times: Al members of the public are invited. Come and do your own evaluation of
the “good” the “bad” and the “boring” and get personal exposure to a “Power Presentation” (Hopefully there will be a few of
those coming up.) Applications that have already been processed and scheduled are as follows:

June: Trustees Hearings on plans for a new assisted living retirement facility proposed at the northwest corner of State
Route 3 and Freeman Road and also the Heritage Christian Church development plan detailing the building additions and
associated improvements underway at this church site on Maxtown Road. Zoning Commission Hearings are set for
reviewing site plan changes at Red Bank Harbor, which is the recently opened retail shopping building located on Sunbury
Road at the dead-end of Maxtown Road; an unveiling of a brand new single-family planned residential subdivision
preliminarily named Mansard Estates, located behind existing residential houses lining the road on the northwest corner of
the intersection of Big Walnut & Worthington roads; right across the street at the northeast corner, the modified plans for the
Walnut Grove subdivision, which will incorporate additional land and a new entrance from Worthington Road north of one
previously approved; also entering into the review process will be a new single family subdivision on the west side of Tussic
Street, with a connection to the current stubbed road in the existing Cambridge development currently accessed from Old
3C Highway.

July: There will be a continuation of several of the above listed applications as well as previously Tabled cases, including,
a proposal to revise the approved plans for additional condominium units at the Oaks at Highland Lakes development and
go forward with a newer “carriage house” product on fee simple lots instead; and also alterations requested by the
developers of the Maple Creek condominium site located on Africa Road.

All Trustee and Zoning Board meetings are conducted at the Township Hall located at 5111 South Old 3C Highway.
Please call for exact times and dates. The Zoning Department can be reached at 614-899-0725. Board of Zoning
Appeals agendas will be determined monthly after required filing deadlines.
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
